In just over 3 weeks, you will be joining your SADD peers (youth and adults) from across the country at the 
2009 SADD National Conference, Climbing the Hill, in Washington, D.C.!  We are excited to see all of you, and 
we look forward to an amazing, productive, and inspiring few days. 
 

Within the next week or so, all group leaders will be receiving a packet of information from WorldStrides, 
our conference logistics partner.  Please keep an eye out for this information.  In the meantime, we have 
some important information to share with *all* conference participants to prepare you for the upcoming 
conference.   
 

Rally on Capitol Hill/Meet Your Legislators! 
Just a reminder that the Conference will conclude on Wednesday, July 15, with a rally on Capitol Hill followed 
by group visits with your elected representatives and lunch nearby.  We will make these meeting 
appointments for you, and all conference participants will be prepped for these visits.  This will be a great 
opportunity for all conference participants to visit the halls of Congress and for you to have your voice heard 
regarding important youth traffic safety issues!   
 

Logistics for Wednesday.  After the legislative visits, all participants will be given a voucher for lunch 
at Union Station (a short walk from Capitol Hill).  After lunch, all participants who have booked air 
travel through WorldStrides will depart (from Capitol Hill) for their departure airport.  If you did not 
book your air travel through WorldStrides, you will collect your luggage and head wherever you need 
to go (to your departure airport, the local sites, or back to the hotel).  Please note that the 
Conference ends at Union Station after lunch on Wednesday, July 15th.  All details pertaining to the 
Capitol Hill visits will be provided upon arrival.  Just a reminder: if you did not book your air travel 
through WorldStrides, your group leader(s) is responsible for arranging transportation from the 
Capitol Hill area to your departure airport.
