1. Dumpster Diving

3.  Phishing

   The Kiwanis Club of Kie v is the first (and only) Kiwanis Club in Ukraine. It was chartered in 

November of 2007, making it the 97
th

 Country to join the Kiwanis Family. The clubõs website 

www.kiwanis.org.ua  gives a better picture of what thi s club is accomplishing on a daily basis  and is 

well worth viewing.

Kiwanis Club 2010 Year  
Kiev, Ukraine 
 
A new President came into power and many laws have been changed. Our country has also received a new economic blow. Because of this, all 
social programs and state projects of support for poor families and orphanages have been removed. However we are thankful to all who have 
supported us this year. Your support makes all our programs possible. Below is a recap of what we were able to accomplish.  
 
Mothers:  This year we have especially worked with young moms from crisis families and moms who have no husbands.  We supported 15 
moms in the rehabilitation center. We bought clothes for their children, medicines, and also restored their documents. We have found places of 
residence for moms who have returned from prison for them and their children. Also, we have opened a club for young moms to mentor and 
encourage them. We open our home to share a meal and fellowship, as they come from very poor families. Every week we buy a meal for 
several single moms and their children. We also pay for treatment of children in the hospital and provide them with fruit vitamins. Last year, we 
supported 5 moms who had given birth. One had a very difficult childbirth and it was necessary to pay for additional treatment. By supporting 
these moms, we were able to keep them from having to place their other children in a childrenôs home. 
 
Homeless Children & Teenagers: We continue to support a daytime center for teenagers who live on the street. These children are usually 
between the ages of 12-16. We also buy meals and clothes for them. Because of our outreach, one orphan girl and her brother have become a 
part of our mission and church. They come to each service and the girl helps in planning the summer camp for children. We supervise the arrival 
of teenagers at school. We have partnered with a medical center and 15 children have passed the medical examination. 
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Invalids/Handicap Children: We continue to carry out programs for children with autism. There are 50 children as well as mentally challenged 
teenagers. We bring them clothes and with the help of volunteers, a clothes bank has been created. We make announcements, and people 
donate clothes in good condition. Also, we have provided several special programs for these children including a theatre performance. All the 
children have received gifts of fruit and clothes. Our assistants have made Christmas trees for these children as well as a gift box filled with toys 
and supplies for school. We support a program for 30 children whose parents are invalids. We give them our support and love. This year we 
have started to work with a center for children with cerebral palsy. We bought training materials and provided fresh fruit. 
 
Families:  We have been supporting one young family with 4 children and 2 invalid families with 2 children with food and clothes. We have also 
been helping poor families with basic needs. This includes clothes, materials for personal hygiene (soap, shampoo, etc.) and baby food. We also 
have women volunteers who sew clothes for children. 
 
Outreach: This past Easter we met with about 500 children and each of them received a gift. At our Christmas program, more than 800 children 
saw our performance and then received a Christmas gift. We have created a Puppet Theatre. We currently have 3 volunteers but expect 
growth. They create wonderful and professional performances. We opened a teenage club in November. Fourteen teenagers from 12 to 15 yrs 
old. Many of these teenagers are from crisis families. Each Tuesday, we hold a service for women with special needs (such as their children are 
invalids, rehabilitation after cancer, young moms whose husbands have left them, etc.). The group consists of 10 women.   
 
Our projects:  
Fund raising for building Development Center.  
Fund raising for carrying out of 2 summer camps. 
Gathering of gifts for Easter.

Club turned it over to the Town of Jupiter once it was established . Over 
7,000 youth participate d in the J TAA in 2010 .  
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The Jupiter Jubilee is an annual community event put on by 
the Town of Jupiter for area residents. The Jubilee has 
entertainment, civic, educational, and cultural components.
